The Application Programming course requires the use of computer equipment.

In-campus internship courses are implemented in the 2™ year, with a total of 36 hours per semester.
In-campus internship courses allow students to choose two units from the kitchen and food service at HK
Restaurant, More Fun Express, and Red Master Bakery. Any changes or adjustments should follow the
"Implementation Guidelines for In-campus Internships for Students of the Department of Culinary Arts and
Hotel Management, HungKuang University."

Before graduation, students must complete a cross-department credit program and adhere to the "Graduation
Qualification Review Guidelines for Credit Programs at HungKuang University."

For practical operational courses and culinary courses, students must adhere to the "Standard Uniform
Regulations" during class.

Prerequisite courses: (*) If a required course has not been taken or failed, the corresponding advanced
sequential course cannot be taken.

If a Second Specialty Certificate is obtained, all courses taken can be recognized as graduation credits.

To qualify for graduation, students must complete the required graduation credits and meet other graduation
conditions in accordance with the university regulations.
